Notice to Contractors/Agents

Section 6032 of the DRA requires certain entities that receive or make annual payments of at least $5 million under a state Medicaid program to establish written policies for its employees, contractors and agents that provide detailed information about the federal False Claims Act and other laws and policies that are aimed at preventing or detecting fraud and abuse.
As required, we are disseminating our policy to contractors and agents. You can find our policy and other important information at http://www.affinityhealth.org/page/about-vendor .  It provides a discussion of the Federal False Claims Act and similar state laws, the right of employees to be protected for reporting concerns and a discussion of how staff can report concerns.  For purposes of Section 6032 compliance, contractors and agents must abide by Affinity Health System’s policy related to fraud, waste and abuse to the extent the policy is relevant to the interaction between the contractor/agent and Affinity Health System.
